General Information

The scholarship will be used to aid students, who are residents of Lynn, and accepted to an accredited
institute of higher learning. The institute may be a 2 or 4 year college, technical or vocational school.

Each scholarship will be awarded in the amount of $2,000, and paid jointly to the recipient and institute
that they will be attending.

Applications or supporting documents may
also be personally accepted by the scholarship board, prior to the date of close. No
applications or documents will be accepted, in any form, after the close date.

2) The application MUST be completed in full. Failure to answer each question, or failure to
include appropriate signatures, will automatically disqualify the applicant.

3) An up-to-date transcript MUST be provided.
4) The applicant MUST have participated in, at least, one varsity sport.
5) Atleast one letter of recommendation and/or personal essay MUST be submitted.
